The Programme of Study for key stage 2 suggests: 
 
Reading 
•read carefully and show understanding of words, 
phrases and simple writing  
•appreciate stories, songs, poems and rhymes in 
the language 
Listening 
•explore the patterns and sounds of language 
through songs and rhymes and link the spelling, 
sound and meaning of words

This screen simply clarifies what the PoS is about. You may ask participants how they would interpret these statements, what examples they would give and how they might keep a note of how children do with the tasks suggested.

The progression looks like this: 

KS2 
• appreciate stories, songs, 

poems and rhymes in the 
language 

• explore the patterns and 
sounds of language through 
songs and rhymes and link 
the spelling, sound and 
meaning of words 

KS3 
• read and show 

comprehension of original 
and adapted materials from 
a range of different sources 

• read literary texts in the 
language, such as stories, 
songs, poems and letters, to 
stimulate ideas, develop 
creative expression and 
expand understanding of 
the language and culture

This screen illustrates the progression the PoS is looking for between the key stages. Read across the page to help Primary colleagues see where they are heading as well as Secondary colleagues see what goes before. Thanks to Rachel Hawkes for  clarifying this.

You may have time to go to the wiki via the link and give a quick guided tour. The layout is fairly simple.  Do have a look at the sections in the right hand bar which give background and rationale; especially the section called ‘Introduction to the wiki’ which illustrates some of the  things to look out for.

Then select a Text relevant to the group of teachers present. The Search box is useful e.g. by inserting ‘French + KS2’  you should reach a listening of relevant texts. Otherwise put in one of the keywords from eg these titles …

You might like : for Spanish : Chocolate or Casa
For French : Chanson pour les enfants l'hiver or L’été 1 
For German: SIEBEN TAGE (Smurfs) or Rot und Grün
Or indeed the Urdu example : Khargosh

Have you read? 

Use registration time: when answering their name, children can say 
a word that they have been learning or answer a question that the 
teacher asks them. Record the date and weather each day. 
 
Establish routines: questions such as asking for a pencil or 
permission to go to the toilet. 
 
In Maths starters: teachers can ask some mental maths questions in 
the other language, encourage the children to count in 10s, identify 
odd and even numbers, use number games with mini-whiteboards. 
 
Warm-ups in PE can develop listening and comprehension skills. 
Encourage playground games and skipping games from the target-
language country…  
 
Learn a song to sing in class or assembly. 
Show and discuss video clips with an intercultural theme.

Also : Registration : Use registration to practise target language.  As well as answering in the target language with standard responses such as ‘Present Madame, children can offer a wealth of language in this slot, such as recently learned vocabulary, posing a question, counting in turn, sounding the alphabet, giving a sentence about something they like or dislike or trying to create a ‘nonsensical phrase’ using nouns and simple adjectives i.e. un crocodile bleu.

Start or end a session by asking a few questions in the language.
Play ‘I Spy’ or ‘Silent Words’ (where someone mouths a word and the others work out what it is), odd one out with vocabulary.


Maths: There are some great online interactive activities at http://www.chez-merlin.com
Bingo is a really quick activity to practise numbers or nouns.  Children can use whiteboards to quickly prepare a grid or websites like www.osric.com/bingo-card-generator, www.brendenisteaching.com or  www.print-bingo.com can be used to make instant bingo grids with all sorts of bespoke vocabulary 
If you have access to iPads, pupils can in a matter of a few minutes quickly record and present ideas using apps such as Voice – excellent for speaking and listening skills development.

Video: Use online sites such as www.Allocine.com  to watch all their favourite film trailers in the TL.

Have you tried .. looking 
for Golden Moments? 

Have a song or some music from a target country on in the 
background as the class arrives / tidies up / comes into PE / does 
some other routine activity 
 
Any counting, time telling, weather observation, dates and birthdays 
can be done in the target language on a day to basis  
 
‘Simon says’ is an effective kinaesthetic activity to reinforce verbs 
and actions – it can be used at any time to fill a few minutes and 
enhances listening skills http://www.take10.org.uk/. 
 
Building something into Assembly time. Use cultural events to have 
a moment of reflexion in the Target Language.  Sites like 
http://www.jeannedelalune.co.uk/advent/Advent_Calendar_French.html 
provide a daily stimulus and sites such as www.teteamodeler always 
has rafts of creative ideas and activities based on current seasonal 
and cultural events.

Have a stock of songs or poems to read with the children in a quiet moment – sites such as www.anyssa.org and www.lirecreer

A song always goes down well, especially one with a familiar tune or memorable actions.  Use a site like www.keepvid.com to save Youtube files (or other files that are sometimes firewalled) as MP3 files so you can have them ready on your computer to click on and enjoy whenever time allows. 

Have a stock of simple pictures that you can invite the children to comment on with any language they have at their disposal.

Have you tried?  

… bringing a bit of Language activity into other subjects? 
Encourage pupils to use a bi-lingual dictionary to look up key words 
for other subject areas and add them to a ‘topic based’ word wall for 
the term. 
 
Present previously seen facts, information and ideas in the TL using 
resources from sites such as 
http://www.professeurphifix.net/eveil/sommaire_geographie.htm - 
many of the words are cognates in scientific or geographical 
terminology so they can be surprisingly easy for even very young 
children to recognise. 
 
Brainstorm current affairs by scanning headlines from a site such as 
www.newmap.jp  These headlines from around the world can be 
narrowed down by category too so it’s easy to select the more age 
appropriate categories.

•These adventures give KS2 language learners an 
insight into French/Spanish/German language and 
culture. 
• Children will hear the basic language they have 
been learning in a range of real-life situations.

The series has been designed for KS2 pupils who are in the early stages of language learning. The  French series, which has an ‘older feel’ to it,  will appeal particularly to Upper Key Stage 2 who have just begun to learn a language.
They cover vocabulary and structures from familiar topics such as greetings, colours, food, likes/dislikes, hobbies, days of the week, parts of the body, masculine and feminine gender.
The clips do not provide a programme of learning in themselves but aim to complement and reinforce schools’ schemes of work.
