Children will see / hear / experience the language in context, learn extra vocabulary (which is authentic) and gain in confidence.
Familiar books can be used as an introduction to new language/new vocabulary.

Languages are being taught in some places in the USA solely through reading and storytelling!

Being specific with our aims will decide which book we choose and which activities we do with it!
They encourage a desire to work things out and look for cognates.

Skills developed: listening, learning vocab, cultural understanding, reading skills, general literacy skills, grammar, writing, speaking, enjoyment, surprise/suspense element of new stories, exposure of the children to the written word whilst they are small as they have no fear, moral (social and psychological development/PHSE/), can help develop a general topic with non-fiction books.
