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What is the film summer school?

· A Transition Project to help students prepare for the start of their AS-level course in FRENCH / GERMAN / SPANISH / JAPANESE
· It is a three day language and film making course for Y11 students who wish to continue studying French, German Spanish or Japanese at A Level

· It is FREE, because it is funded through Routes into Languages.

· It has run for the past four years and was very successful, culminating in the films produced being shown at the Showroom Cinema/Sheffield Hallam University
· The language work has a particular focus on the grammar covered early on at AS Level.

· Students are introduced to digital film making, particularly to the creative processes involved: story boarding, script writing, imaging etc

· Students use their language skills creatively by producing a short film, exploring their own cultural identity in the target language.

· The films will be shown at a special screening event at the Sheffield Hallam University in Sheffield.
Students who participate on the course will have to commit to attend the full three days
What are the aims of the course?
· Encouraging students to continue with their language learning post-16

The aim is to motivate students to take up languages at A-Level and beyond by
· engaging them in an exciting project where they can use and develop their language skills creatively

· allowing them to work in a university environment using HE facilities 
· narrowing the gap between GCSE and A Level study

· helping them gain confidence that they can tackle the linguistic and cognitive challenges at A Level 
· breaking down the perceived barriers to language learning Post-16

Who is behind the summer school?

The summer school is being run by Brinsworth Comprehensive School (Rotherham) and King Edward VII School (Sheffield) in partnership with Sheffield Hallam University and Routes Into Languages. The workshops during the three days are facilitated by specialist linguists, including native speakers, and film education and production experts.

This year the Summer School will take place at Sheffield Hallam University and will also offer the Y11 students the opportunity to experience language learning in a higher education environment.
