1.1 Elaine Taylor: Ofsted Update
An update from Elaine Taylor, Ofsted National Lead for Modern Languages, on the latest news and
information from Ofsted including recently published good practice guidance and case studies.

Language(s) of session examples: none

Elaine Taylor is the National Lead for Modern Languages. Elaine has been an HMI for six years and the
National Lead since September 2011.

Before joining Ofsted, Elaine worked as a senior leader in a school and s a school improvement officer for
alocal authority. She taught French and German for over 30 years and trained modern language teachers
through links with initial teacher education, including s director of specialism in a training school.
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1.2 Ann Swarbrick: Does research really matter? Why do schools need to do it anyway?

‘Research’ has a bad reputation in schools ~ think of the metaphor of the ‘iory towers' of research
institutions versus the ‘chalk face’ of schools. It's an emotive debate — particularly at a time when initial
teacher training (ITT) is moving more and more into schools and schools are becoming the centre for all
training and teacher development. In this session, we'll unpick these tensions, look at examples of
classroom-based research and consider the role of such research in developing the knowledge-base about
how children learn languages.

Ann Swarbrick is Languages Education Lead for ITT at CfBT Education Trust and is currently Past President
of the Association for Language Learning. She was Languages Teaching Adviser and Head of Initial Teacher
Training at CILT the National Centre for Languages from 2002 ~ 2011. In the 19905 she led the Open
University languages PGCE as Senior Lecturer in Education after many years teaching in secondary schools.
she has published extensively in the field of languages education including academic works and
publications for pupils, and for teachers.

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1.3 Marian Carty: How to raise confidence, attainment and motivation in speaking
The development of independent speaking skills is high on the agenda of many language teachers. This talk will
demonstrate how interaction and divergent thinking, from the presentation stage to the creative and manipulative

stage of the language learning process can motivate young learners, helping to raise confidence and attainment.

She is involved i projects promoting TL use by pupils and hamessing learners' imagination
and creativity in language learning.

Teaching a language as part of the statutory curriculum from September 2014 is a huge challenge for many
primary schools. The Primary French Project is here to help all teachers who would like to teach French,
but who lack the necessary subject knowledge.

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2.3 Sue Balmer: Latin, the logical option

providing training in analytical thought and cracking the codes of languages and culture. An evaluation of
its recent popularity, current pedagogy, resources, training, grants for start-ups and accreditation.

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2.4 Duncan Broe: Less of us, more of them: Encouraging greater independence at Ks3 and Ksa

This session explores 3 main strategies to increase pupil independence: flipped classroom strategies,
learners as teachers and creative use of technology. The ideas are practical, realistic and can be used by
any classroom teacher across Key Stages 3-5.

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2.6 Katherine Richardson: What can we learn from the pupils? Transition from K2 to Ks3

The primary-secondary transition for languages has been identified as complex and problematic. This
session explores perceptions of languages of 335 pupls (relating to enjoyment, range of experiences and
the perceived difficulty and value of languages) across the transition and considers how these might be
useful for teachers in both phases.

She is an enthusiastic resource
writer, has a particular interest in Specific Learning Difficulties (pLD) and is passionate about inspiring
children of all ages with  love of language.

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3.2 Sue Cave: Teaching French phonics in primary school

A method of developing the four language skill through the teaching of French phonics will be presented.
Activities will be demonstrated which can be used from Year 3 through to Year 6. The activities are based
on 2 sound, action, spelling system and have been trialled and tested extensively.

She has been delivering French lessons in the primary sector for
the last 18 years. She is currently teaching 40 different classes in Key Stage 2. she is the author of two
books of primary language teaching activities published by Brilliant Publications.

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3.4 Chris Fuller: Thoughtful texts, thoughtful learners

For how long could you talk about your pencil case? What spontaneous comments can you produce when
talking about your own local area? Whether we call it CLIL, or focusing on the development of Intercultural
Understanding, let's think again about contexts for MFL in order to really engage our learners!

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3.6 0lga Gomez-Cash: Effective Transition — A level to HE

The transition from school or employment into higher education can be challenging for language learners
and requires appropriate preparation, but is there a mismatch? Is HE out of touch with the content of ‘A’
levels, and are ‘A’ level teachers out of touch with what is expected from HE? This session will engage with
some preliminary findings from research into transition from secondary to higher education language
learning and explore ways for either side of the transition point to communicate effectively.

Olga Gomez-Cash s a Senior Teaching Fellow in Spanish in the Department of European Languages and
Cultures at Lancaster University. She has published on various aspects of language and identity, has
advised UCAS and OCR on new language qualfications, and is particularly committed to promoting
language-learning across educational sectors.

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4.1 Kim Bower: ‘Speaking French Alive’: Windows on CLIL and immersion

This session considers what students and teachers say about how CLIL impacts motivation and raises
attainment in 3 different settings ~ an immersion strand, a subject strand and a language module. How
might you set up a similar project in your school? What lessons can be learned and tips shared?

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4.2 Kati Szeless: Can high quality language leaming can have a positive effect on children’s literacy development?

‘With languages becominga statutory part of the primary curriculum from September, head teachers and governors
of schools where improvementin literacy is a high priority mayfeelthat time devoted to learing a foreign language
will detract from a school's drive to raise standards. Our research, therefore, sets out to discover whether high
quality language learning can have a positive effecton children'’s literacy development. The research, funded by the
Education Endowment Fund, managed by CFBT Education Trust and evaluated by the Institute of Education, is
currently working with approximately 30 schools across the country.

This session will report on teachers' irst impressions of working with the intervention with examples of activities
such as comparing elements of grammar and phonology in English and the foreign language and demonstrating how
to broaden children’s English vocabulary through the discovery of new words and their relationship to the foreign
language.

Kati taught in inner London and West Sussex primary schools for twelve years as a dlass teacher, languages
coordinator and lead teacher for Literacy. She joined CILT in 2003 where she co-wrote the Ks2 Framework for

Languages and the Training the Trainers programme and led the development of CILT's primary languages website.
Kati has taught at Brighton University on their 4-year primary teacher programme and studied at Sussex for her
Masters degree focusing on links between first and second language literacy.

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2.5 shirley Lawes: Screening Languages

‘The new national curriculum for languages at Key Stages 2 and 3 places an emphasis on teaching aspects of culture.
This presentation will look at how teachers might develop new approaches and content to address the demands of
the new curriculum through the medium of short film. We will show how language teaching pedagogy can be
developed through film at Ks2 and 3 and consider links with other cultural forms such s lterature and art.

Shirley Lawes is a former PGCE lead tutor and the Institute of Education, University of London and now works in
language teaching research and consultancy. Jenny Carpenter is a Local Authority Secondary Languages Advisor,
and Mark Reid s Head of Education at the British Film Institute.
